with China, and prompting a definite shift toward inland agriculture. The
reorganization of maritime trade networks in Southeast Asia between
the fifth and seventh centuries appears indeed as a major historical event
of Southeast Asian history.22 During the fifth century, written sources,
mainly Chinese, and recent archaeological research bear witness to the
political consolidation of a variety of coastal states of insular Southeast
Asia, seemingly to the ultimate disadvantage of Fu Nan.
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
