The statue stands with both hands holding staffts. The
Prajnaparamita’s face has all the distinctive features of the
Dong Duong style: a narrow chin, elongated eyes with slender
eyelids, a small forehead bordered by two pointed tufts of hair
which extend almost to the continuous curved line of the eye-
brows, a nose with flaring nostrilss, a thick - lipped mouth with
upward curving corners. The breasts are heavy, beneath them
there are deeply - incised flesh folds.
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
